If the work in remedying any defect or damage may affect the performance of the Works, the supervisor may require the repetition of any tests described in the Contract. The requirement shall be made by notice within 30 days after the defect or damage is remedied. These tests shall be carried out in accordance with the terms applicable to the previous tests all as stipulated in Article 41 of the GC.

The maintenance period for all structures shall be one year from the date of provisional acceptance of the works. This period shall be one year from the date of each partial provisional acceptance as defined in Article 59 of the GC.
